semester in 2007

1 We will continue to offer the JiNan
Chinese classes in the Grade 1, Grade 2,
Grade 3, Grade 4, Grade 6 and Grade 9 as
well as a Chinese Kindergarten class.

2 After successfully introducing and
implementing the Ma Liping Chinese classes
in the first grade last semester, we will
offer more Ma liping classes in the Fall,
including Grade 1, Grade 2 and Grade 3.
Please note that the Ma Liping Chinese
courses are intended for students from
Mandarin spoken environment. Students from
other background would need to invest much
more effort to follow the class pace.

3 We will continue to offer the two
CSL (Chinese as the second language)
classes for children from non-Chinese
spoken families. There will be a new CSL
class for adults. This class is designed
for adults to learn beginning Chinese.

The parents of the students who attend CSL
children class and the English speaking
spouses in English/Chinese speaking
families are especially welcome to attend.

4 We will continue the SAT/ACT

Mathematics and English classes for high
school students. The majority of students
in the previous SAT classes have reported
remarkable progress last year. Some of
them have taken the SAT test and received
higher scores than expected.

5 There will be Pre-SAT Mathematics
and English classes for students of Grades
6 and 7.

6 There will be a math enrichment

class for Grades 3, 4 and 5, in addition

to our original Mad Math class for 2

and 3 ™ graders.

7 With an aim at children’s all-round
development, we will continue offering the
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current enrichment classes, i.e, drawing,
dance, art and craft and martial arts
(Kongfu), and open a new Chess class. All
these classes are one-hour classes.

8 In the fall semester, we will
continue the classes of dance, shadow-
boxing (Tichi) and the basketball game for
parents, and a free English class for
grandparents.

9 For parents longing for a successful
career in the business or societal
environment, there will be a new class on
effective communication in English
environment taught by an expert in
communications.
